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The Good Catch Award
Thank you for enquiring about one of the most exciting awards to be included in the National Fish & Chip Awards 2011, it is open to all UK take-away fish and chip shops, (except for the winner from the previous year).
Description of the award:

The issue of seafood sustainability is crucial in maintaining a vibrant future for marine life, fishing communities and seafood businesses that are reliant on healthy seas and natural resources. The Good Catch Award recognises fish and chip shops that have shown initiative in improving the environmentally responsible practices of their business and the seafood that they buy, serve and promote. This award also aims to encourage further progress across the fish and chip sector by increasing awareness of sustainably sourced seafood and the practical support available to businesses. 
Prizes:

· 1st Prize – inc. The Good Catch Award, Winners Plaque, a Marine Stewardship Council Chain of Custody audit (or alternative prize should the winner already have MSC certification) plus business support throughout the year to aid in further sustainability improvements and maximising communication with customers and press (e.g. sustainability workshops and events, media outreach, menu consultation, information and advice).

· Two Runner-up Prizes – inc. Marine Stewardship Council Chain of Custody audit or business support throughout the year (whichever is most applicable to the recipient) plus The Good Catch Award Certificate.
Competition format:

Round 1 – applicants to submit the enclosed paper applications, which capture information about the sustainability of their business’s current seafood practices and products. 

Round 2 - shortlisted applicants from Round 1 will be invited to submit a brief proposal in which they outline why they believe they deserve to win the Good Catch Award and how they would use this award to further improve and promote their sustainability.

Round 3 – three finalists from Round 2 will be visited anonymously by judges to review their
in-shop practices and invited to attend the award ceremony on 20 January 2011.
The Winner – will be announced and presented with the award at the National Fish & Chip Awards luncheon on Thursday 20 January 2011.
