CLOSING DATE FOR ALL AWARD ENTRIES IS 29 JULY 2011

This award gives shops the opportunity to be recognised for their excellence with regards to how they put something back into their respective local community, how they get involved in local community initiatives, etc. It also provides a chance for successful businesses to attend the awards luncheon in London, which is the culmination of the overall National Fish & Chip Awards. However, it is NOT a requirement of this award that you have to enter the Independent Takeaway Fish and Chip Shop of the Year Award category. The judging panel will review areas such as delivery, development, impact, monitoring and relevance.

Eligibility Criteria

The award is open to all bona fida fish and chip shops throughout the UK; owned, managed, leased or franchised.

A judging panel comprising of distinguished industry representatives will appraise all received entries to shortlist three shops which in their opinion are deserving of recognition with regards to contributing to their local communities. The top three shortlisted companies will be invited to The National Fish & Chip Awards ceremony in London in January 2012 where the overall winner of this award will be announced. 

Initial shortlisting is determined upon the information that you provide in this entry form and any supporting material. Keep entries concise but informative and use bullet points where possible. All entries and supporting materials must be clearly labelled with your business name. 
Photocopies are acceptable as original documents will not be returned. 

Ensure that your answers are clear and legible, as all illegible entries will be disqualified.
The judges will be looking for clear evidence of: 

· Ways in which you support your local community

· Details of fundraising initiatives, donations made or sponsorship support provided
· The impact such initiatives have had on your local community
· Testimonials, letters of appreciation, etc.
· Details of staff involvement

· Future plans
