Please note the following conditions concerning the competition: 

· Your answers must be clear and legible

· The candidates who successfully reach the second stage of the competition will receive a telephone interview. These candidates will be notified and must make themselves available for the pre-arranged interviews in July 2011.
· The semi final contestants will be notified and visited at their shops by the judges. These visits are pre-arranged and made between 12th September 2011 and 21st October 2011.

· Where contestants work for a chain/group of shops they must be judged in their usual place of work.

· The judges can only judge on what they see on the day of the visit.

· The judges will consider both the shop visit and the contestants’ questionnaire answers when reaching their decision on who should win the National Title, and the judges decision will be final.
The top five contestants will be invited, all expenses paid, to the National Fish & Chip Awards 2012 awards ceremony to be held in London in January 2012. The winner of the 2010/11 Young Fish Frier of the Year will be announced and their award presented at this ceremony.
